and is hereby generally and unconditionally
approved;

(b) the approval in paragraph (a) above shall
authorise the directors  of  the Company
during the Relevant Period (as hereinafter
defined) to make or grant offers, agreements
and options (including bonds, warrants and
debentures convertible into shares of the
Company) which would or might require
the exercise of such power after the end of
the Relevant Period;

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( sub jec t  t o  such  exc lus ions  o r  o the r
a r r angemen t s  a s  t he  d i r ec to r s  o f  t he
Company may deem necessary or expedient
in relat ion to fractional  enti t lements or
hav ing  r ega rd  t o  any  r e s t r i c t i ons  o r
ob l iga t ions  under  the  l aws  of ,  o r  the
requirements of any recognised regulatory
body or any stock exchange in, any territory
ou t s ide  Hong  Kong  app l i cab le  to  the
Company).”

Resolutions referred to in items 4(I) and 4(II) of
the notice convening this meeting, the general
mandate granted to the directors of the Company
to allot,  issue and deal with additional shares
pursuant to Ordinary Resolution referred to in
item 4(II) of the notice convening this meeting
be and is hereby extended by the addition thereto
of an amount representing the aggregate nominal
amount of shares in the capital of the Company
repurchased by the Company under the authority
granted pursuant  to  the Ordinary Resolut ion
referred to in item 4(I) of the notice convening
this meeting, provided that such amount of shares
so repurchased shal l  not  exceed 10% of  the
aggregate nominal amount of the issued share
capital of the Company at the date of the said
Ordinary Resolution referred to in item 4(I).”
